Xishuangbanna (Shish-wang-banna) – Southwest China  
 ~ From the Land of Twelve Thousand Rice Fields 
The Dai Lu people are from Xishuangbanna. They grow tropical fruits and there are more rice fields than you 
can count. Xishuangbanna means the land of 12,000 rice fields. The people there are Buddhists. They believe 
that they must learn to read the Buddhist scriptures to earn merit for their next life when they come back as  
another person or animal. There are very few Dai Lu Christians. 
 

THANK God for the few Dai Lu Christians in Xishuangbanna. 
PRAISE God for each person working on translating the Bible. 
ASK God to help the Dai Lu understand that good things will not get them to heaven. 
PRAY that Han Chinese Christians in Yunnan will show the Dai Lu how much God loves them. 
ASK God to show the Dai Lu that they can stop worrying about evil spirits and trust Him.
